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3.		                 What is WindMail?








WindMail is a 32-bit Windows variant of the popular UNIX Sendmail program that gives you command-line e-mail messaging capability.  While there is little advantage to using it to send a single message to a friend, it is invaluable for batch files, CGI scripts, and other automated tasks.  Since it is a command-line utility, it is immediately accessible through absolutely any programming or scripting language that allows calls to external programs, including simple batch files, enhanced Windows batch languages, C/C++ programs, and Perl scripts.





The command-line syntax is similar to that of Sendmail, so that most scripts that call Sendmail can be easily modified to call WindMail.  This is especially useful for UNIX users migrating to Windows NT who have already invested time developing and testing scripts for Sendmail.  Even users who are not in this category benefit from the similarity to Sendmail because a large number of existing scripts written for Sendmail can be modified easily for rapid solutions�.





Although by no means the sole application for WindMail, the sheer popularity of the Web has made form processing a popular use for WindMail, especially used in conjunction with a freeware Perl script called FormMail which makes form-processing nearly ‘plug and play’.





WindMail connects to any SMTP-compliant mail server, and supports MIME encoded file attachments, as well as mass e-mailing using a distribution list of e-mail addresses.

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11.  				File Attachments





Description:


Attaches a file to your email message.





Usage:


windmail -a d:\attachment.txt





File Format:


An attachment can be any text or binary file.  This means you can send any Executable, Archive, or Word Processor document as a File Attachment just as you would with Eudora, Netscape, or Microsoft Exchange.





Notes:


File Attachments have no size limit set in place by WindMail.  Some Internet Service Providers (ISPs) set size limits on files that can be sent to and from their network.  America Online and The Microsoft Network for example only allow 1-megabyte attachments.  Only one attachment is supported per message.  For multiple attachments it is necessary to send multiple Emails.
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12.				Distribution Lists





Description:


Targets everyone in a distribution list file as recipients of your message.





Usage:


windmail -l d:\distlist.txt





File Format:


A distribution list is a text file with one or many Email Addresses, each on its own line.  For example, a distribution list file might look like:





webmaster@yourdomain.com


mikey@yourdomain.com


pete@mydomain.com


happy@smiley.com


	


Notes:


You can have as many Email Addresses as you want in a distribution list.  The actual ability to process high numbers of recipients will depend on your mail server.  Most SMTP email servers are capable of at least 100 recipients.  In order to send mail to more than 100 people at a time, it is a good idea to break the distribution list into several smaller batches (of 100 or less).  Oddly, this usually decreases the time required to send many Emails since the SMTP server has an easier time dealing with smaller batches.
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13.  				Parse Header





Description:


Parses email header to determine sender, recipient, and other important information.  This is the mode that WindMail is most often used in.  This is also the most secure mode in which to use WindMail.  Using the Parse Header feature allows you to specify user-defined data without the risk of users executing applications on your server.  Another key reason to use the Parse Header function is that thousands of programs written for Unix already call Sendmail this way. It is only a matter of changing that call to WindMail instead of Sendmail (which isn’t included with Windows NT) in order to port many of those programs to a Windows environment.





Usage:


windmail -t





Format:


Every email message has a simple header.  The header simply contains some information that tells you where the message came from, who it is going to, and the Subject and Date of the message.  The format is fairly simple:





From: user@testdomain.com


To: anotheruser@testdomain.com


CC: someone@testdomain.com


BCC: boss@testdomain.com


Subject: The subject of the message





After the header of the message there is a blank line before any of the message text begins.  There are only a few header lines that are significant.





Notes:


Significant Header Lines for Parsing:


From: Email Address the message is supposed to be sent from


To: Primary Address(es) the message is sent to


CC: Carbon Copy Address(es)


BCC: Blind Carbon Copy Address(es)  *do not show up in final mail


Subject: Subject of the message





You can specify multiple To:, CC:, or BCC: lines or you can specify multiple Addresses on one line separated by a Comma or a Semicolon.  You can leave out CC:, BCC:, and Subject: lines…but it is usually good practice to have a From: line and at least one To: line.
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14.  				Queuing Messages





Availability:	This feature is only available to registered users.





Description:


WindMail can send messages to a queue instead of sending them one by one.  The by sending one successful email, the others are told they can be sent.





Usage:


windmail -q …		(Queue Failed Messages)


windmail -z …		(Queue All Messages)





Notes:


Setting up WindMail to queue only failed messages will result in almost normal operation.  However, if there is a problem connecting to the Mail Server for some reason the message is sent to a Queue.  In some cases, it may take several seconds before WindMail sees there is a problem connecting to the Mail Server. To send queued mail, send one normal message.  WindMail will sense that there are Queued messages, and then send them.  WindMail keeps track of the flags that were used to call each queued message, so will not lose options you set.





WindMail sends Queued messages to the Temp directory (wherever it is setup on your system).  It creates a Q file for each message that is Queued.  You can check that directory for Q files, and if there are any you can see you are having a Mail Server problem.
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15.  				Troubleshooting WindMail





Description:


WindMail can act as a simple console based Email client.  This can be used to test whether or not WindMail is working without creating a script or dealing with message formats.  





Usage:


windmail -i





Notes:


Interactive mode will prompt you for a few bits of information that WindMail needs to send a message.  To accept the default or choose none, leave the prompt blank.  Below is an example of what Interactive mode looks like.
